	Heck Voted Against Funding For Rape Crisis Center. In 2007, Heck voted against a bill that appropriated $250,000 to the Rape Crisis Center of Southern Nevada to expand the Child Assault Prevention Program. The bill passed the Senate 19-2. [SB 579, page 6, 6/4/07]


	Tried to restrict rape victims’ access to abortion


	Heck Voted for H.R.3 Which Could Have Prompted IRS to Audit Sexual-Assault Survivors Who Seek Abortion Care. According to NARAL H.R.3 final passage would have spurred the Internal Revenue Service to “audit sexual-assault survivors who seek abortion care.” [HR 3, Vote #292, 5/4/11; NARAL’s Congressional Record on Choice Report, 2011]
H.R.3 Would Force Women to Prove, If Audited, That Abortion was Result of Rape. Heck voted for the passage of H.R. 3 which would force women to prove, if audited that the abortion was the result of rape through documentation. If audited a women would have to prove her abortion “fell under the rape/incest/life-of-the-mother exception, or that the health insurance she had purchased did not cover abortions,” turning Internal Revenue Service agents into “abortion cops.” [Think Progress, 5/4/11; Mother Jones, 3/18/11]
People Protested Bill that Could Prompt IRS to Subject Sexual Assault Survivors to “Rape Audits.” In 2011, NARAL delivered 135,000 signed petitions protesting H.R. 3 that could “spur the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) to subject survivors of sexual assault to ‘rape audits.’” Organizations participated in a campaign to stop the “rape audits” bill.

NARAL also called on Heck to explain his vote on H.R. that would have promoted “the Internal Revenue Service to audit sexual-assault survivors who choose abortion care.”  [NARAL, 4/15/11; Blog, NARAL, 5/4/11]

Heck Voted to Disqualify Planned Parenthood from Receiving Federal Funds. February 18, 2011, House Republicans voted for an amendment “to disqualify Planned Parenthood and its affiliates from receiving funds appropriated by the bill. The proposal would deny basic, preventive health-care services, including birth control and cancer screenings, to millions of Americans.” [HR 1, Vote #93, 2/18/11; NARAL’s Congressional Record on Choice, 2011] 
Heck Voted to Defund Planned Parenthood. In 2011, Heck voted for a bill which would insert a section in the FY11 Continuing Resolution which would prohibit Planned Parenthood and its affiliates from receiving federal funding. The resolution would order the Clerk of the House to change H.R. 1473, the FY11 Continuing Resolution, to bar the use of the federal funds to go to Planned Parenthood Federation of America, Inc., or any affiliate. The bill passed 241-185. [H Con Res 36, Vote #271, 4/14/11; The Hill, 4/12/11]

Voted Against Funding For Victims of Domestic Violence And Sexual Assault Victims. In 2007, Heck voted against a bill that appropriated $203,250 to the Division of Child and Family Services of the Department of Health and Human Services to provide grants to non-profit agencies to provide direct services such as shelter, crisis phone access, emergency assistance, advocacy, hospital accompaniment and counseling to victims of domestic violence and sexual assault. [AB 629, Assembly Bill page 24-25, 6/5/07]
Voted Against Funding Domestic Violence Prevention Programs. In 2007, Heck voted against a bill that appropriated $200,000 the Family Development Foundation for domestic violence prevention programs and services in southern Nevada. bill passed the Senate 19-2. [SB 579, page 2, 6/4/07]
